Appropriate Codes for Definitive Treatment

HDS has been receiving claims for D9110 (palliative-emergency treatment of den-
tal pain) or D9430 (office visit for observation) with narratives describing a defini-
tive treatment. As a reminder, if a definitive treatment is performed, please use the
appropriate CDT code. Some procedures that HDS has been receiving as D9110
or D9430 are listed below:

D2940 (sedative fillings)

D3221 (pulpal debridement)

D4341 & 4342 (scaling and root planing) - periodontal chart required
D5410 - 5422 (denture adjustments)

D9910 (desensitizing medicament)

Reminder!
Comprehensive Orthodontic Treatment
Narrative Requirement

As of January 1, 2009, HDS requires a narrative when submitting
Procedure Codes 8070 - 8090 (Comprehensive Orthodontic Treat-
ment): The narrative should include: Class of malocclusion (Class I,ll,
[); extent of crowding, overbite, spacing, rotation, arch discrepancy;
extraction/expansion; fixed/removable appliance and duration of
treatment.

Should
work-related injuries be filed
under workers’ compensation?

A: Yes, work-related injuries
must be filed under workers’
compensation through their
employer.
